The Instrument of Government for this school provides for the appointment of five Parent Governors who
are elected by the parents of pupils registered at the school and who are themselves such parents at the
time when they are elected.

There are currently two vacancies at our school for Parent Governor. If you wish to stand for election as
one of the Parent Governors of the school, please complete the nomination form. Completed nomination
forms must be returned to the school, addressed to the Clerk to the Governors, either in a sealed
envelope marked “Nomination Form” or emailed in to: forestclerk@thevickers.org.uk by no later than
10" February 2012.

If two or more nominations are received, | shall send all parents voting papers, which will include the
candidates’ election statements. Completed voting papers must be returned to the Clerk to the Governors
in a sealed envelope marked “Ballot Paper” not later than the morning of 27th February 2012.

Should an election be required, | will arrange for votes to be counted on at a time mutually agreed with
all candidates, and each candidate or his authorised representative may attend the count. | shall arrange
for all parents to be notified of the result.
